The settlement grant program is funded by Department of Im-
migration and Citizenship, the aim of SGP is to deliver services
which assist eligible clients to become self reliant and partici-
pate equitably in Australian society as soon as possible after
arrival.

Humanitarian entrants (refugees)

Family stream migrants with low English proficiency

Dependants of skilled migrants in rural and regional areas with low

English proficiency (permanent resident visas)

Spouse, Provisional Interdependency visa holders and their dependants)
living in rural and regional areas who have arrived in the last five years and
who have low English proficiency.
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The SGP is funded to deliver the following service types:

1. Orientation to Australiad Practical Assistance to Promote Selfd reliance
2. Developing Communities

3. Integration, inclusion and participation.

This includes casework, referrals to mainstream, other services and group infor-
mation sessions.

Currently there are about 45 eligible SGP clients in Alice Springs. The majority
are humanitarian entrants from Sudan with less than five (5) years in

Australia.
