Geography and climate 
The countries of West Africa occupy an area of approximately 5 million square kms 
which is almost one-fifth of Africa. The vast majority of the land is made up of plains   
lying less than 300 meters above sea level, though isolated high points exist in numer-
ous countries along the southern shore of the region. 

 

The northern section of West Africa is composed of semi-arid terrain known as Sahel, a 
transitional zone between the Sahara and the savannahs of the western Sudan.  The 
climate here is hot and dry while in the southern areas it is humid where tropical rainfor-
ests form a ban between the savannas and the southern coast. 

 

Population 
West Africa is one of the most ethnically diverse regions in the world, and home to 
many ethnic and cultural groups. The most recent population census taken in the coun-
tries of West Africa brings the population of  the region to approximately 314 million not 
including West Africans resident abroad.   
 
Alice Springs is today home to approximately 50 West Africans (Young & Adult), Central Aus-

tralia is home to approximately 80 West Africans, and the Northern Territory is home to approx-

imately 400 West Africans amongst whom are students, professionals, and young Australians.

Colonization 

Colonisation and empire building in West Africa began in the 9th century with a series of 
empires expanding through the interior of the region, the Ghana Empire, was followed 
by the Mali Empire and finally the Songhai Empire which fell to a Moroccan invasion in 
1591.   

European traders moved into the region from the 15th Century onwards but did not 
move past the coastal areas.  The Portuguese established a trading port on an island 
off the coast of present day Senegal and began sending hundreds of captives back to 
their country to work as slaves.  The African slave trade steadily grew reaching a grand 
scale with the settlement of America.  This resulted in severely reduced growth for the 
region's population and economy, but significant populations of Africans in the New 
World. Descendants of West Africans make up large and important segments of the 
population in Brazil, the Caribbean, the United States, and throughout Latin America.  

In the modern era Great Britain and France were the major European countries to colo-
nize West Africa. Most countries in the region have English or French as their national 
language.  

Independence 
Liberia was the only country to remain independent during the colonial era. Following 
World War 2 protests rose up against European rule and Ghana became the first coun-
try to gain independence in 1957, with all countries in the region gaining independence 
by 1974.   
 
Following independence, many countries in West Africa experienced problems of  politi-
cal corruption, dictatorships, civil war and military coups. In recent years, most of these 
nations are striving for a democratic form of governance.  
 
Generally, Europe's colonization of Africa underdeveloped the country. Europeans had 
exploited the resources throughout the nation without making much progress in devel-
oping the colonies it controlled. The slave trade left an insufficient number of locals to 
cultivate and develop the country, particularly after the African countries had gained 
their independence. Many Africans were not provided with an education sufficient 
enough to rule a country in the European model. To complicate matters, the arbitrary 
boundaries of colonies set during "the Scramble" had originally been made regardless 
of indigenous ethnic diversity, preventing the formation of unified national spirit neces-
sary to start a new country.  
 
Culture 
Despite the wide variety of cultures in West Africa, from Nigeria through to Senegal, 
there are general similarities in dress, cuisine, music and culture that are not shared ex-
tensively with groups outside the geographic region. West Africans are very accommodat-

ing, loving, friendly, supportive of one another, and wonderful givers. Socialization is a very im-

portant and unique in West Africa.  A typical West African traditional ceremony involves mem-

bers of the entire community. Feasting, singing, and dancing are some of the greatest features 

of the event.

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West Africa  

Religion 

Islam and Christianity are the major religions in West Africa but pockets of traditional 
religions are still being practiced. The presence of Islam in West Africa dates back to 
the eighth century but the spread of the faith was a gradual and complex process.  
Much of what we know about the early history of West Africa comes from medieval ac-
counts written by Arab and North African geographers and historians. Specialists have 
used several models to explain why Africans converted to Islam. Some emphasize eco-
nomic motivations, others highlight the draw of Islamôs spiritual message, and a number 
stress the prestige and influence of Arabic literacy in facilitating state building.  While 
the motivations of early conversion are unclear, the early presence of Islam in West  Af-
rica was linked to trade and commerce with North Africa.   

 

The period of the spread of Christianity in West Africa began in the 15th century and 
has continued into the 21st century.  Protestant and Catholic missionaries had freedom 
to work in any of the British, French, and Belgian colonies.  They gave medical aid 
through hospitals they built, education through mission schools, worked at translating 
the Bible into the local dialect, and of course tried to win converts to Christianity. 
 
Economy 
A large number of West Africans are engaged in agricultural workðgrowing crops, rais-
ing livestock, or fishing. Some do this work to raise food for their own families, some 
work on someone elseôs field for payment, and others sell their goods raised for cash. If 
the growing season is good, farmers can find adequate resources to meet their needs.  
 
There are many more jobs that people do throughout West Africa as well. Some of the-
se include teacher, politician, butcher, business person, mechanic, barber, journalist, 
computer technician, university professor, doctor, nurse, shop keeper, miner, taxi driv-
er, cook, and factory worker. Each country in West Africa is different in terms of the sal-
aries that people earn and whether this is enough to meet their needs financially.  
 
Sometimes problems arise, such as when West African governments and other em-
ployers do not pay their employees in a timely manner. Or sometimes the income 
earned from a job is not enough to cover the cost of living in a certain area. But there 
are also many cases throughout West Africa of people being able to have a comfortable 
life through earning a decent salary and people pooling resources together to support 
one another. 

 

Sport 

Soccer is the biggest sport in West Africa. Watched and followed everywhere, multitudes 

of International Professional players in soccer clubs all around the world are from West Africa.
